Eagle Football Soars In 2010 
 

Once again the MMS Eagle football teams enjoyed a banner season, 
collecting 3 of the 4 District titles while obtaining a combined record 
of 32-7-1 (27-4-1 in district).  This marks the 18 th straight year the 
Eagles have won at least one district title.  The Eagles have now 
claimed 55 out of the last 76 championships offered in SBISD.  This 
also marks the first year that MMS created two equally divided  B-
teams.
