A Tribute to a Popular Trustee and Educatoré. 

Wayne Schaper Sr.  has touched many lives over a half century in his educational career and service with the 
Spring Branch Independent School District, and now it's payback time. The district in collaboration with the Spring 
Branch Education Foundation is inviting former and current students, parents, colleagues and community members 
to submit comments or stories for a tribute book honoring Schaper, a popular educator, who was a teacher, coach, 

principal and administrator and continues to serve as a school trustee. 

"I don't know of a bigger champion of public education than this man," said CeCe Thompson, who is coordinating 

the tribute book. "He just keeps giving and giving and giving." The deadline to submit a piece for the book, also a 
means to raise funds for the Wayne Schaper Sr. Fund for Educational Excellence, part of the foundation's fund for 
the permanent endowment, is Feb. 14. The permanent endowment was created to support educational enrichment 

programs to benefit future generations of district students and educators. The cost for a tribute ranges from $25 to 
$750, depending on the length. For information, visit www.springbranchisd.com. Thompson said they have already 
received wonderful letters and heartfelt stories from former teachers and students, and they want to give anyone 

who has been impacted by Schaper an opportunity to submit something for the book. It will be presented to 
Schaper at the district's Employees Service Awards in May. 

 
Schaper said he was honored and humbled to be at the center of so much attention, initially unwanted. He said he 
eventually agreed to the tribute, because it would benefit the foundation and students in the district. "I feel honored 
that the foundation would think of me," Schaper said. Despite all the fuss, Schaper's work with the district is not 

coming to an end any time soon, if he can help it. Schaper is planning to run for a fourth and final term on the 
board in the May school board election. He said he wants to serve one more term to oversee the completion of con-
struction projects under the 2007 $597 million bond program and to be part of the new five -year educational plan. 

 

Schaper, 73, arrived at the district in 1961 to teach math at Landrum Middle School from Galveston ISD, where he 

started his career in education in 1960. He went on to teach math and coach at Spring Woods High School and then 
moved to Memorial High School, where he served as associate principal for two years before being promoted to 
principal, a position he held for 21 years from 1967 to 1988. He then held the position of associate superintendent 

of finance from 1988 until his retirement in 2001, shortly after which he was voted on to the board of trustees. He 
has a bachelor's degree in business administration from Texas A & M University and master's of education from Sam 
Houston State University. Schaper has for a long time served the community through his church, Holy Cross Lu-

theran, the Memorial Spring Branch Rotary Club and Memorial Spring Branch Sports Association.

A Message On Proposed State Budget Reductions 

On Tuesday, Jan. 18, the Texas House of Representatives released a beginning budget proposal that would seriously impact public 
education across the state and in Spring Branch ISD. As proposed, the estimated impact to SBISDôs budget is 15 to 20 percent. The 
final percent of budget reduction may vary, but the district is anticipating that cuts to our revenue will occur. These reductions come on 
the heels of $8.4 million in reduced spending in Spring Branch last year, plus eight consecutive years of ñRobin Hoodò recapture tax pay-

ments to the state. 

ñThe proposed budget should be viewed as a starting point in the long state budget process that will not end until the last days of the 
Legislative session in May,ò said Superintendent Duncan F. Klussmann, Ed.D. ñAs the process unfolds, you will hear many drastic state-
ments about what the Legislature is proposing to cut. While I am hopeful that the impact to SBISDôs budget will not be as severe as the 

current estimates of 15-20 percent revenue reduction, the fiscal challenges to SBISD will be significant,ò he also said.  

In anticipation of possible State budget cuts, SBISD leaders and the districtôs Board of Trustees have been working for several months 
on district-wide budget planning, priorities and options. ñI believe we are positioning ourselves to effectively manage the final budgetary 
outcomes. This may mean we have to do business differently, but we are committed to working hard to try to minimize the impact on our 

classrooms,ò he said.  

During these difficult times, weôd like to share the following two related and timely items: 

On Thursday, Jan. 27, parents and community members are invited to attend a Legislative 101Training and Information Session at the 
HISD Administration Building, 4400 W. 18th St. The session begins at 8:30 a.m. SBISD is joining with Cypress-Fairbanks ISD, 
HISD, and Spring ISD for this important Legislative update. Come learn how school districts and local residents can work together 

on student-related issues. Legislative Training Session: Read more >> 

SBISD has posted to its website a special document, titled Legislative Priority for the 82nd Session of the Texas Legislature. The district 
has set as one of its goals that ñThe Legislature shall provide SBISD with a predictable revenue stream that takes into account infla-
tionary costs and is not less than the amount we currently receive.ò At the site link, you will find more priority statements, contacts 
for local Legislators, and a district map detailing State House and Senate districts.
